WHAT IS MAGICAL REALISM?

Writers.com explains it best:

“In short, ‘magical realism’ describes a work of fiction where fantasy slips into everyday life.
However, the focus isn’t on the fantastical elements of the story, so much as on what those
elements mean for the characters. Fantasy often acts as an extended metaphor, externalizing
some sort of internal conflict or moral quandary in the protagonist’s life.”

WHILE READING:

3) When do references or images of masks appear in the story?
